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Language In Worship: Because language has the power to shape our thinking about one another, All Saints Church makes
every effort to bring the language of worship into conformity with the principles of biblical theology that affirm that the
personhood of God embraces all expressions of gender lovingly and equally. Therefore, in our worship, we take our Bible
readings from an inclusive language lectionary, which is often truer to original sources in references to people, and expands our
concept of God beyond exclusively masculine terms. In Prayer Book liturgies we make minimal but symbolically important
changes which denote our commitment to inclusive expression. Some historical texts that are widely known and loved are left
unaltered. The words of the liturgy are from the 1979 Book of Common Prayer. The readings are from the New Revised
Standard Version of the Bible, lectionary year C, as well as from 7he Message and from Inclusive Hebrew Scriptures and New
Testament published by Priests for Equality.

We ask that you extend a respectful courtesy to others by silencing all cell phones.

A Reading from Jeremiah (17:5-10).

It stands in stony wastes in the
desert, an uninhabited land of salt. Blessed are those who put their trust in God, with God for their hope. They are like a
tree planted by the river that thrusts its roots toward the stream. When the heat comes it feels no heat, its leaves stay
green. It is untroubled in a year of drought, and never ceases to bear fruit. The human heart is more deceitful than
anything else, and desperately sick -who can understand it?

Par-
ticipants are invited to peel away the layers that have contributed to the challenges and divides of the
present day - all while grounded in our call to faith, hope and love.

Sacred Ground is not brand new to All Saints Church. In 2021 a number of parish leaders and staff mem-
bers assisted in introducing the program here in the Diocese of Los Angeles. Many of those who par-
ticipated at that time were hoping to widen the circle by creating a parish-wide opportunity to engage
with the material.

Who created Sacred Ground and Why?

The dialogue series developer and author is Katrina Browne, producer/director of the documentary
Traces of the Trade: A Story from the Deep North. Browne is a lifelong Episcopalian who is dedicated
to racial justice and healing. As a white woman, she is particularly concerned with the important work
white people need to do in conversation with each other, as part of the larger project of Becoming Be-
loved Community.
